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PARKER, CO 3rd SAFEST CIY IN COLORADO 2015
The Town of Parker was ranked the 3rd safest big city in Colorado, 2015.  This ranking includes cities with a resident population of 20,000 people or more.  This raking was determined after a recent safety study conducted by a team at ValuePenguin analyzed the most recent FBI Crime Report to determine the safety of cities in Colorado.  The study included 81 cities which ranged in a crime score from 42 to 5,423, with an average of 1,525.  To rank the cities, the team collected data from the 2013 FBI crime statistics by city, which provided the most recent crime data available.  Not all cities participated and the towns with populations less than 3,000 residents were excluded.

The mission of the Police Department is to provide service to the community that is specifically designed to maximize public safety, customer satisfaction and the quality of life for citizens who live and work in, and visit the Town, as outlined in the Department’s mission statement.

Parker Police Chief David King commented, “We, the police department, take great pride in the protection and services we provide to the community.  We have an obligation to the citizens to afford innovative trainings to our police officers and crime prevention methods to the residents of Parker.”

Value Penguin standardized the data to reflect violent and property crimes per 100,000 to account for population.  An aggregate “crime score” was factored by weighting violent crime at 80% and property crime at 20%.  Though property crime is more prevalent, ValuePenguin figured violent crime is more concerning to town residents.  The crime score was adjusted for population size and the cities were ranked based on their crime scores.
